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I. Students and Post Graduates that Participate in Research at Mount Sinai

Trainees

The NIH considers all students and post graduates participating on NIH training and fellowship grants as “trainees.”
Trainees are individuals in positions to acquire the skills needed to pursue their career goals. In addition, the NIH
recognizes the dual role of students and post graduates as both trainees and employees on research grants (i.e., R/P/U
series grants). The NIH writes, “Neither Pre-Docs nor Post-Docs need to be specifically appointed in ‘training’ positions
to require recognition of this dual role.” The NIH continues regarding postdocs, “Staff in postdoctoral positions engaged
in research, while not generally pursuing an additional degree, are expected to be actively engaged in their training and
career development under their research appointments as Post-Docs.” For more information about these federal
regulations, see the Uniform Guidance 200.400 (f) and the NIH policy memo, NIH-OD-15-008.

Graduate Students (Predoctoral)
Graduate students pursuing a doctoral degree are also referred to as “predoctoral students” and “predoctoral fellows”
as fellowship candidates. Graduate students (predocs) may be pursuing a PhD, a MD/PhD, or other equivalent doctoral
level degree. Medical students, although technically predoctoral students, are not eligible for NIH training (T) and
fellowship (F) awards nor are they eligible to receive direct compensation on NIH research grants.

o They can apply for NIH NRSA predoctoral fellowships (F30, F31).

o They can participate as predocs on non-NRSA training grants.

o They can apply for non-NRSA predoctoral fellowships.

Medical Students
Medical students are students pursuing MD degrees. Medical students are graduate students as well as predocs but the

NIH does not refer to them as such.

- To be eligible for short-term, predoctoral research training positions, students must have received a
baccalaureate degree by the beginning date of their NRSA appointment. In addition, students must
be enrolled, in good standing, and must have completed at least one quarter or semester in a

program leading to a clinical doctorate.

o Maedical students can choose to take an extra year during medical school to do a year of full-time research —
a Scholarly Year (SY). SY students maintain student status at the school, but do not engage in any classes,

clerkships, or other academic requirements.

Postdoctoral Fellows (Postdocs)
Postdoctoral fellows are individuals holding a doctoral degree who are engaged in a temporary period of mentored
research and/or scholarly training for the purpose of acquiring the professional skills needed to pursue their career path.
Postdocs hold a MD, PhD, or other equivalent doctoral degree. The NIH also refers to postdocs with MD degrees who
are pursuing further research training as "Research Clinicians."
+ What School/Program do postdocs attend at Mount Sinai? Postdocs may take classes in the Graduate School of
Biomedical Sciences as well as classes outside of Mount Sinai. Or they may not be taking any classes.
¢ What is their primary affiliation on an InfoEd application? The department in which they are appointed or
employed.
* What type of grants can postdocs participate in or apply for?

o Postdocs may participate and receive compensation (i.e., salary/fringe) from research grants (e.g., NIH RO1,
P50, U19 ).

o They can participate as postdocs in NIH National Research Service Award (NRSA) training grants. Individuals in
postgraduate clinical training, who wish to interrupt their studies for a year or more to engage in full-time
research training before completing their formal training programs, are also eligible.

o They can apply for NIH NRSA postdoc fellowships (F32).

o They can apply for NIH NRSA senior postdoc fellowships (F33). Applicants must also have at least 7 years of
relevant research or professional experience after receiving the doctorate and have established an independent
research career.

o They can participate as postdocs in non-NRSA training grants.

o They can apply for non-NRSA postdoc fellowships.

Residents
Residents are medical school graduates who are in a period of post graduate training in a given specialty. Resident
training can include clinical, educational and research opportunities.
¢ What is their primary affiliation on an InfoEd application? Department in which they are a resident.
* What type of grants can residents participate in or apply for?
o Residents may participate but do not receive compensation (i.e., salary/fringe) from research grants (e.g., NIH
RO1, P50, U19 ). Please do complete a cost sharing form and include the hospital fund number.
o They can apply for NIH NRSA postdoc fellowships (F32). Fellowships may not be used to support the clinical
years of residency training. However, these awards are appropriate for the research fellowship years of a
residency program. Research clinicians must devote full-time effort to their proposed research training and
confine clinical duties to those activities that are part of the research training program.
o There may be other training/education programs (e.g. R25) offered by the different NIH Institutes/Centers.

Il. Medical Students on a Scholarly Year

Medical students can choose to take an extra year during medical school to do a year of full-time research called a
Scholarly Year (SY). SY students maintain student status at the school, but do not engage in any classes, clerkships, or

other academic requirements.

Medical students on SY are typically compensated from the department they are working with and that funding may be
via a research grant.

When budgeting a Medical Student on a Scholarly year on a federal Research grant (e.g. NIH RO1, P50, U19; not T or F
grants), please use the following amounts:

Direct Compensation: $49,000 (Academic Year 2024-2025, through Jun 30, 2025)
Health Insurance: $6,700 (Academic Year 2023-2024, through June 30, 2024)

When budgeting a Medical Student on a Scholarly year on a federal Training or Fellowship grant, please contact the
Medical Student Research Office for guidance.

Then go to
Section E “Budget” and complete the tuition and fees section of this supplemental form. No additional budget
information is required in this section. Besides the total funds requested on the NIH SF 424 Face Page, the
NIH only sees the tuition and fees amount. The NIH will determine the stipend and institutional allowance at
the time of the award and will include all budget categories in the Notice of Award.

D. Post Award

Stipend Increases

The stipend schedule effective at the time of award determines the amount of stipend. The same amount
remains in effect until the award is renewed. The NIH adjusts awards on the award notice anniversary date. For
example, if the award was made July 1, 2023, the fellow will receive his/her stipend in accordance with the FY2023
stipend scale for the entire period of his/her appointment. If the fellow remains on the grant for another year,
he/she will receive the higher stipend amount when reappointed in July.

. Tuition and Fees

The NIH pays for 60% of Tuition and Fees, up to $16,000 for PhDs and $21,000 for dual degrees.

. Rebudgeting

Stipend and tuition/fees may not be used for other purposes except under unusual circumstances and then only
with the prior approval of the NIH awarding Institute/Center.

Activation

Predocs must sign an Activation Notice (PHS 416-5) as of the day the fellow begins training. The individual may
activate the fellowship on or after the issue date of the NoA up to the latest activation date shown in the NoA
(generally 6 months after the award issue date). This form is required for the first year only. See Reporting
Requirements > Activation Notice section 11.2.11 in the NIH Grants Policy Statement for complete information.

Accounting as the Institutional Business Official on the form. After obtaining the required signatures, please send
the signed original to the awarding agency provided in the NoA.

. Termination

A Termination Notice (PHS 416-7) must be submitted within 30 days of the termination date, even if the predoc is
not available for signature. For early terminations, the completed form will be required immediately upon receipt
